UPCOMING SERVICE OPPORTUNITIES 
 

As the new year begins and we joyfully anticipate Holy Mass in 

our beautiful new Church, service opportunities abound.  

PORT (our community’s response to homelessness in         

Newport News) begins on the first week of November and 

continues through the 26th of March.  As before, OLMC will 

cover 7 nights, spread throughout the PORT season.  We will 

have teams of volunteers who go to a church hosting the 

guests, assist with check in and check out and prepare a meal.  

There will be more details later, as well as opportunities to 

sign up to serve. 
 

For now, we are seeking donations of food to help us fill the 

breakfast/lunch bags.  As a partner church, we provide    

breakfast/lunch bags for the guests to take with them.        

Usually, that is all they have to eat until the next evenings’ 

meal, so we try to make them nutrient dense. We prepare 

about 100 bags for each of our seven nights, give or take 20 

depending upon the weather. 
 

This weekend there will be Hearts of Giving posted in the   

Narthex.  On each will be some of the items we need for 

PORT.  We ask you to take one or two and return them with 

the requested items.  More details to come.
